Schedule of Contributions – 2018 – Year 8
Contributions are made to support student learning as detailed below. Year 7 families are provided with a schedule of contributions as part of the Year 7 information pack. Families with students in Years 8, 10 and 12 will be invoiced early in the school year. Families with students in Years 9 and 11 will be invoiced mid-term to allow for any subject changes. Invoices will be delivered by mail. A detailed receipt will be issued on payment of the contributions and returned to students via roll call. Families who do not receive their receipt in a timely manner should contact the school. Contributions can be paid by POP, cheque or cash.  Please note that instalment payments may be made at any time to suit your personal circumstances. Limited assistance is available. Enquiries should be addressed to the Head Teacher, Welfare.

School Contribution (per student)
The school contribution assists with the provision of texts, printed notes, DVDs, sporting and classroom equipment, library stock and general photocopying.

P&C Contribution (per family) – Including Grounds, Computer Upgrade and Voluntary Fundraising.
These contributions are established by the P&C and are entirely separate from the contribution sought by the school. It is used by the P&C to support the school financially, partly in the form of a much needed and certainly greatly appreciated P&C budget, which enables the purchase of valuable capital items of school equipment that all students have the benefit of using. The P&C subsidises grounds maintenance through these funds. Cheltenham’s school grounds are large and appealing but difficult to maintain with limited resources.  Computer upgrade is earmarked for use only on technology enhancements including specialist computers and software plus data projectors and smartboards.

The Voluntary Fund Raising Contribution enables families unable to contribute time towards working bees but still participate in fund-raising for the school. 

School Magazine (Yarrabee)

Contributes to printing of school magazine Yarrabee provided to students in December each year. Students who have not paid their contribution fee before the Yarrabee is published will be required to pay $30.00 to purchase the magazine.

ICT Levy 

Supports the maintenance and expansion of the school’s Information and Communication Technology (ICT) infrastructure that directly supports student learning, electronic storage and internet access, the website, student folders and email accounts. This contribution also supports limited technical assistance for the BYOD program.
Whole School Events Programs

Assists us to run ceremonies such as the Year 7 Badge Ceremony, Prefect and SRC Inductions, Presentation Day at the Opera House and Carnivals. 
Computer Printing 

Supports student use of printer cartridges and paper. Students can top up their accounts with a maximum of $5.00 at any one time. 

2018 Presentation Day Travel

Contributes to the cost of transporting all students to the Opera House for our annual Presentation Day ceremony.

Exam Paper
Contributes to the supply of paper for student responses in examinations.

Geography Skills Books 
This booklet is used between Year 8 and Year 10. New students or students who have lost their booklet will need to replace it. 
Sport – Year 8
Contributes to the hire of buses for the Year 8 swimming program, Sports Skills Day, tennis and backyard league lessons. 

Lockers
A one-off payment of $15.00 for a locker padlock. Please note only school padlocks are allowed to be used on the lockers. A fee of $25.00 will be charged per year for the hire of a locker and must be paid by end of Term 1 otherwise locker will need to be vacated. A padlock must be purchased prior to the issue of a locker.  Year 11 & Year 12 must reapply yearly for available lockers.
Non Elective Music – Years 7, 8 and 9
Contributes to the ongoing maintenance costs of keyboards, guitars and provision of music booklets.

PDHPE – Required for the completion of this subject.
Cheltenham Girls’ High School Building Fund (per family)

The Cheltenham Girls’ High School Building Fund has been established to meet Australian Taxation Office guidelines for tax deductible funds. A donation of $100 to this fund is suggested for each family which will subsidise new and renovated buildings in the school. This fund is separate from the P&C contribution.
School Resource Bond (previously known as The Textbook Bond) 

A one-off payment which is fully refundable when a student leaves the school and on completion of the submitted blue sign out form and all text books, property and payment of any outstanding invoices.
Students Leaving

Where a student discontinues enrolment and/or a course within one term of enrolment the school contributions are 75% refundable. Where a student discontinues enrolment and/or a course within two terms of enrolment the school contributions are 50% refundable. Where a student discontinues enrolment and/or a course after more than two terms of enrolment, the school contributions are non-refundable.
